• US non-nuclear sanctions will remain in full force

• If Iran violates the JCPOA, there is a 65-day process under
which UN, EU and US sanctions could “snap back”

• Delisting of certain parties related to Iran’s nuclear programme

3. UNSC resolution maintains restrictions in relation to:
• Sale of arms to or from Iran (5 years)
• Development of ballistic missile technologies (8 years)

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• Controls on designated persons
• Separate (extensive) controls generally applicable to dealings with “Iranian

persons, entities or bodies”, defined broadly to include:
• Iranian state and public bodies
• Any person in, or resident in, Iran
• Iranian registered entities
• Non-Iranian companies that are “owned or controlled directly or indirectly”

by Iranian parties
• Controls also cover exports/imports to, from or for use in Iran (regardless of

whether the counterparty is Iranian)
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EU Iran Sanctions Background | Iran Controls (1)
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• Extensive product controls:
• Dual-use items
• Military items
• Key oil and gas and petrochemicals items

• ERP software specifically designed for use in certain sectors

• Persons, entities, and bodies designated due to their involvement in the

Iranian oil and gas, financial, and shipping sectors
• Delisting includes Iranian banks and financial institutions, and the Central

Bank of Iran

§ From Transition Day (2023):

‒ Other parties designated due to nuclear activities or human rights violations
will not be delisted until Transition Day (Attachment 2 to Annex II of JCPOA)

US Sanctions Relief | What Has Not Changed?
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• Extraterritorial (secondary or “retaliatory”) sanctions waived across most
sectors

• Delisting of over 400 Iranian Specially Designated Nationals
• US owned/controlled foreign subsidiaries

• Still subject to ITSR but now eligible to engage in most transactions
under General License H

• New limited general licenses and favorable licensing policies for ITSR parties

US Sanctions Relief | What Has Changed?
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• Threat of extraterritorial sanctions previously targeted at non-US companies
engaging in certain transactions with Iran has now been lifted (waived) across
most sectors
• Includes financial, oil, gas, petrochemicals, insurance, shipping,

automotive, etc.
• But there is still the threat of secondary sanctions for:

• knowingly facilitating significant financial transactions with, or providing
material or other support for remaining SDNs, IRGC, its agents or
affiliates, WMD or terrorist SDNs

• certain trade in graphite, raw or semi-finished metals (e.g. aluminium,
steel, coal, software or integrating industrial processes) outside the
JCPOA procurement channel or for use in support of Iran’s
military/ballistic missile program

US Sanctions Relief | Extraterritorial Sanctions
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• Per Attachment 3 to Annex II over 400 SDNs were “removed” from the OFAC
SDN List, including:
• SDNs designated for non-proliferation reasons ([“NPWMD”] SDNs)

(includes Iranian banks)
• Certain Foreign Sanctions Evaders (“[FSE]” SDNs)
• Parties sanctioned under the Iran Sanctions Act

• These are now “Non-SDNs” but US Persons must still treat them as blocked
parties

• Over 200+ Iran-related SDN parties remain on the SDN List and several new
SDNs added
• ITSR parties remain prohibited from dealing with SDNs
• Non-ITSR parties could face secondary sanctions for dealings with SDNs

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• Entities owned/controlled by US persons (subsidiaries of US companies):
• Legally remain fully subject to ITSR
• But now authorized to engage in most transactions under a new General

License H
• Not a complete “roll-back” to 2012

• US parents may:
• change corporate policies/procedures “to the extent necessary” to allow

foreign subsidiaries to engage in newly-authorized activities
• make available “automated and globally integrated” business support

systems
• No other facilitation
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US General License H | Conditions Include:
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• No US facilitation other than specified (a) US parent corporate
policy/procedure change and (b) access to automated and globally integrated
systems

• No exports from US or reexports from third countries of US origin/content
goods, technology or services

• No US dollar/US bank transactions
• No dealings with SDNs, FSEs
• No dealings with military, paramilitary, intelligence or law enforcement of Iran
• No exports/reexports involving Denied Parties/Entity List parties under the

Export Administration Regulations
• No activities sanctionable under WMD, anti-terrorism, Syria, Yemen or human

rights-related sanctions

US Sanctions Relief | Other New Licences



Snapback Mechanism
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• Any JCPOA party may refer another party’s alleged non-compliance to the
Joint Commission - 15 days to resolve (can be extended)

• Next, to the Ministers of Foreign Affairs – 15 days to resolve (can be extended)

• And/or to an Advisory Board – 15 days to issue non-binding opinion

• 2 members appointed by disputing JCPOA participants

• Independent third party

• Joint Commission has 5 days to consider Advisory Board’s non-binding opinion

§ Disputing party may treat unresolved issue as grounds to reimpose national
sanctions and/or notify UNSC

§ UNSC has 30 days to vote to continue lifting of UN sanctions, failing which,
pervious UNSC sanctions will “snapback”

Snapback Mechanism | 65 Day Procedure
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1. Sanctions against oil/gas, petrochemical, shipping and financial services
(including funds transfer controls) lifted/waived upon Implementation Day

2. Sanctions on arms, nuclear, metals and human rights-related measures to
remain in place

3. A large number of DPs and SDNs have been delisted; many still listed (and
several new SDNs)

4. Only US secondary, extraterritorial sanctions have been waived; US primary
sanctions remain in place

5. Snapback possibility

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• 対イラン制裁下においても，日本はイランから原油の購入を削減しながらも継続。

• 2012年5月17日，三菱東京UFJ銀行は，米国の地裁の命令を受けて，イラン政府
と同国中央銀行との金融取引を凍結したと発表。

• 同月初め，ニューヨーク州地裁は，同行に対し，イランが保有している最大26億
ドル（約2080億円）の口座を凍結し，この口座の詳細を情報公開するよう命じた。
当該命令は，1983年の爆弾テロの犠牲者の遺族や生存者に対し，賠償金支
払いをイランに義務付けた2007年の裁判所命令の執行の一環。裁判所は当
時，爆弾テロはイランによって入念に準備されたとの判断を下していた。イラン
はそれまで賠償金支払いを一切していなかった。よって，当該口座凍結は，イラ
ンの核開発疑惑をめぐって米国政府が打ち出している対イラン制裁とは無関係。

• しかしながら，当該凍結は，日本企業特に金融機関に多大なる萎縮効果をもたらし
た。
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対イラン経済制裁下での動き| キー・ポイント（続き）
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• 対イラン制裁下においても，日本はイランから原油の購入を削減しながらも継続。
イランが西側諸国と合意した原油輸出量の上限―日量100万バレル。

• 2012年3月，イラン産原油を購入し続ける国を狙った金融制裁を打ち出した米国は，
日本とEU10か国を制裁の対象外とした。これら諸国がイランからの原油購入量を
削減したため。

• 米国からの政治的圧力が増していたため，2012年1月12日，日米財務大臣会談で，
さらに削減することを合意。それまでにも，日本はイラン産原油の輸入量を，5年間
で40％削減。

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• 2015年7月14日，イラン核問題を協議していたイランと欧米等6か国（中，仏，独，
露，英，米，EU）は，解決に向け最終合意（Joint Comprehensive Plan of Action
(“JCPOA”))。
• イランの核開発を長期にわたり制限する代わりに，国連安全保障理事会や米

国，欧州などが課している経済制裁が段階的に解除される。

• JCPOAは，核不拡散，及び中東の安全につながることが期待される。

• イラン産原油の輸出増や，企業のイラン進出，日本企業による石油開発プロジェク

対欧米 v. 対イラン | 微妙な立場
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• 日本政府も，国連安保理や欧米諸国の解除のタイミングと合わせて，経済制裁解
除の実施を検討することが考えられる。（岸田外相2016年1月19日付談話「今週中
にも閣議決定を行いたい。」）

• 他方，日本の対イラン経済制裁は，イランの核問題についての国連安保理決議に
基づくものに限定されていたことから，JCPOAによってこの点が明確になり，制裁
解除の動きにより，経済協力が加速していくと考えられる。

• 2015年10月，日本政府は，経済制裁解除を見据えて，日・イラン投資協定を締
結することで合意。

• 日本が「一歩先行く」ことができるか？

裁。

裁合意が存在しなければ，仲裁を開始することができないのが原則。

• 投資仲裁においては，申立人である投資家が，あらかじめホスト国との間で仲裁合
意を行っていない場合でも，ホスト国が投資家の母国との間で投資協定を締結して
いれば，仲裁手続を利用することができる。

• 投資仲裁の中でも，ICSIDが最も選ばれている理由：

• ホスト国からの干渉が排除されている。

• ICSID条約及びICSID仲裁規則等により，仲裁手続が一括して定められている。

• ICSIDの物的・人的資源を安く利用できる。

• 仲裁判断が，ICSID条約に基づき承認・執行される。

• ICSID仲裁を選択すれば，紛争解決手段についての予測可能性と透明性の向上
に期待できる。
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• フィリップ・モリス香港法人が，オーストラリア政府に対して，たばこの包装規制が，
オーストラリア・香港間の投資協定に違反するとして，投資仲裁を申し立てた事件。

• フィリップ・モリスが敗れた（2015年12月）。
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• 最悪の事態にも備える必要。

• その中でも紛争解決手続としてどのような手続が用意されているかを知ってお
くことは，安心材料となる。
