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Japan announces amendment of export
control regulations on additional
semiconductor-related items

On May 23, 2023, the Japanese government announced an amendment to
the export control regulations on additional semiconductor-related items
which will go into effective on July 23, 2023.

For reasons of national security, the amendment to the Products and
Technologies Specifications Ministry Order ("Ministry Order") adds specific
products and technologies — including advanced semiconductor
manufacturing devices — to the list of controlled items subject to export
control regulations. Additional provisions were added to the Ministry order
subjecting software programs designed for use in listed, controlled items to
export control regulations themselves.

The following additional items are now subject to export controls:

Inspection (1 item) Item 17 (fu)

Exporters handling semiconductor-related items are advised to confirm
whether their products/technologies will be newly subject to the export control
regulations.
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
