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Updates Regarding Export Controls and
Sanctions Against the Russian Federation,
etc.

1. Amendments to the Foreign Exchange Order, etc.
(complementary export regulations, etc.)

To ensure domestic and international peace and security, amendments to
Japan's export controls were promulgated on 9 April 2025 in response to
changes in the global security environment and based on the contents of the
interim report issued on 24 April 2024.* Most of the amendments will come
into effect on 9 October 2025.

The revisions to the catch-all regulation concerning conventional weapons
are particularly significant. As amended, a Japanese exporter of commaodity
items not subject to high security scrutiny under the List Control (e.g.,
machine tools, integrated circuits, unmanned aerial vehicle parts, etc.) who
voluntarily determines that a significant risk exists of these items being used
in the development of conventional weapons is now required to obtain a
license from the Minister of Economy, Trade and Industry (MET]I) in advance.
In addition, the amendments clarify the requirements for obtaining such
licenses (i.e. end-use and end-user requirements). The goal of these
requirements is to manage high-risk transactions appropriately while
mitigating the burden on exporters and the potential hindrance to
international trade. The amendments introduce a system under which METI
will inform exporters that they will be required to obtain a license in advance
due to potential procurement circumvention risks by regions of concern. It
should be noted that these licensing requirements will be applicable to
exports to Group A countries.

The amendments also seek to foster dialogue between government and the
private sector on strengthening technology controls and ensuring that the
export control licensing system is rational and balanced with the level of
concern. This includes simplifying procedures for the repatriation of defense
equipment by foreign military forces, rationalizing procedures for
demonstrating technology at exhibitions and revising the CL (checklist).
These amendments will enter into effect in stages on 9 April, 9 May and 9
June 2025.

2. Addition, etc. of goods and technology subject to export
controls

Amendments have also been made to the Export Trade Control Order and
the Foreign Exchange Order? and to the relevant Ministerial Ordinance and
the Guidelines on the Application of the Export Trade Control Order. The
changes will require exports of goods and technology that comply with the
specifications agreed upon at the recent international export control regime
conferences to be reported in advance to METI. The specifications of the
following were reviewed and reflected in these amendments:

e absorptive materials for radio waves, etc.

e technology for coating ceramics

e catalysts for the production of heavy water, etc.

e iodine pentafluoride

e metal additive manufacturing equipment

e cryogenic cooling equipment

e silicon or germanium fluorides, hydrides or chlorides

e silicon, silicon oxides, germanium or germanium oxides or their
substrates, etc.

3. Amendments to the End User List

2 Promulgated on 28 March 2025 and effective 28 May 2025.
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The End User List (List) provides exporters with referential information on
foreign entities with regard to which concerns regarding involvement in the
development of WMDs and missiles cannot be eliminated. Effective 5
February 2025, 42 entities were added to the List.

Although the List is not equivalent to an embargo, if an end user of items to
be exported is found on the List, the exporter is required to submit an
application for an export license except where it is apparent that the items are
not to be used in the development of WMDs or missiles (i.e., the "When
Apparent" Guideline).
